The
Sony Music Foundation has been presenting the Competition every
three years since 1985. The 13th Competition has been postponed
due to the COVID-19 pandemic and will be held anew in 2023. It
aims to promote the true artistic value of the oboe, as well as to
contribute to the development of music culture with an international
perspective through discovering and fostering talented musicians and
helping them expand their scope of activities in Japan and abroad. It
has established a reputation as a unique international Competition
solely dedicated to the oboe, with past winners going on to become
international music figures who have obtained principal and solo
positions in world-renowned orchestras. The Competition is a member
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of the World Federation of International Music Competitions
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Eligibility Anyone born between January 1, 1993, and December 31, 2005, is eligible,
except for past first-prize winners of this Competition.
